The Vernetta Smith Chehalis  
Timberland Library
The magnificent new public library that 
donations built was celebrated with music 
and magic by hundreds of delighted 
Chehalins on October 18. The building is 
so distinguished that the City of Chehalis 
considers it the heart of the planned 
Chehalis Renaissance.

The library is named the Vernetta Smith 
Chehalis Timberland Library in honor of 
the mother of former Chehalis resident 
Orin Smith, the new library’s chief donor. 
Most of the funding was provided by 
private donations large and small.

Olympia Timberland Library 
The Olympia Timberland Library opened 
December 15 after a major interior 
remodel. New carpet, fresh paint, new 
service desks and furniture create “a burst 
of sunshine in the library!” as Library 
Manager Cheryl Heywood put it.

The City of Olympia owns the building and 
replaced the carpet as part of the facility’s 
scheduled maintenance. The majority of 
the funding for other improvements came 
from interest on library bequests and 
private donations.

A grand re-opening celebration is planned 
for Friday, January 16, from 5:30 to 9:30 
p.m. People can enjoy free caricature 
drawings, an improv theater presentation 
and several local musical groups.

Timberland Read Together
In October the legendary Ursula K. Le 
Guin read from her novel A Wizard of 
Earthsea at two theaters and Book-It 
Repertory Theatre performed its original 
adaptation at four libraries. Both stopped 
before the end of the story to spare 
those who hadn’t yet read the book. The 
audience response? “No, don’t stop yet!”

Over 50 licensed reference databases are 
available on the Timberland Regional 
Library website. These reference 
databases are regularly updated and 
checked for accuracy. They include full-
text magazine and newspaper articles, 
encyclopedias, dictionaries, directories, 
auto manuals, almanacs, standardized 
tests such as the GED and SAT, and 
information on specific subject areas. 

All can be accessed from Timberland 
library computers. From work or home 
computers, you’ll need your library card 
number and PIN.
